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                                  Guide to Enrollment 2012-2013
The following guidelines are important to note as you are applying to Ocean Charter School. Please refer to this guide for questions regarding deadlines and expectations for newly enrolling students. 
TO APPLY:

*Applications are available in our school offices and at all enrollment events beginning December 1, 2011.

*Only complete applications will be accepted. Complete applications have:

-Every field completed 

-Date of student’s birth that is compatible with OCS’s birth date ranges 

-Proof of residency for LAUSD residents

Proof of residency shall include ANY TWO of the following; 1)official California photo identification or driver's license, 2)utility bill (gas, water, electricity, cable or land phone only, dated within the last 90 days), 3)current automobile registration AND automobile insurance (documents count as two of required documents but must be submitted together) 4)registered property deed, 5)current mortgage statement, 6)rental/leasing agreement, 7)current homeowner's or renter's insurance policy, 8)property tax statement, 9)payroll stub from employer, 10)official letter from social services/governmental agency within the last 90 days, 11)copy of any LAUSD letters or documentation of LAUSD resident status within the last 90 days. 
*In order to be eligible for the 2012-13 enrollment lottery your application must be received by January 27, 2012.
*No extensions for accepting applications will be given. 

*Please email or call regarding questions. Inquiries about enrollment, lottery results or waitlist status can be emailed to ocsenrollment@gmail.com or you may call Debbie Tripp at our North Campus, 310 313-1230. 
TO ENROLL:  (once an offer has been extended)

*All parents of newly enrolled students must attend a new parent orientation. If an offer of enrollment is made to your child, part of accepting that offer is to attend a new parent orientation. The date will be made available to new parents as soon as possible. 

*All newly enrolling students must submit enrollment paperwork by the deadlines specified. If you accept an offer of enrollment made to your child, you will be asked to submit enrollment paperwork to Ocean Charter School so the new student can be added to our database. Information/documents we will ask you for include an original birth certificate issued by the county registrar in the state of the child’s birth, a physician’s health examination form and an original immunization record. It is essential that we receive all paperwork by the specified deadlines or your child’s enrollment will be withdrawn and their space offered to the next waitlist applicant.

Important Dates

Dec. 1-Jan.27              Open Enrollment  South and North Campuses
All applications received during this open enrollment period will be eligible for the enrollment lottery. Any application received after Jan. 27, 2012 will be added to the waiting list in the order it is received. (Please note the school office closes at 3pm on Jan. 27th. Your application must be submitted before the office closes.) 
Jan. 25, 2012               Extended Hours Application Submission Day North Campus only
2:00-5:30pm           Applications will be reviewed and accepted on this day. This will allow us time to go over the application with you and check for completeness. (Applications submitted to the office during regular business hours may not be reviewed for completeness upon drop-off. We strongly encourage you to submit your application on this day to ensure your application is complete.)
Feb. 23, 2012             Enrollment Lottery North Campus
9:00am                       Ocean Charter School’s enrollment lottery is a public event. All are welcome to attend. However, your presence is not required nor does not affect the outcome. Enrollment lottery numbers will be made available at this time, but no enrollment openings will be announced. 
By March 31, 2012     Enrollment Offers Sent by Mail

Offers of enrollment will be sent via USPS mail by the end of March (sooner if possible.) If you have not received an offer by mail, your application remains on the waitlist. This waitlist will remain effective until our next open enrollment, at which time if you have not received an offer of enrollment, you will need to re-apply for 2013-2014.
